SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktop – telepítés
Az alábbi ismertető használata akkor javasolt, ha a számító-
gépen jelenleg nincs semmilyen Linux-rendszer, vagy a rajta
lévő Linux-rendszer helyére kíván telepíteni.

1. Helyezze be a meghajtóba a SUSE Linux Enterprise
Desktop DVD-t, majd a telepítőprogram indításához
indítsa újra a számítógépet.

2. A rendszerindítási képernyőn válassza a Telepítés me-
nüpontot, majd nyomja meg az Enter billentyűt. Ezzel
betöltődik a SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktop telepítő-
programja, és normál módban elindul a telepítés.

3. Válassza ki a nyelvet a telepítés és a telepített rendszer
számára.

4. Olvassa el a Licencszerződést, kattintson az Igen, elfo-
gadom a licencfeltételeket pontra. Kattintson a Követ-
kező gombra.
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5. Válasszon az Új telepítés végrehajtása vagy a SUSE Linux
Enterprise Desktop korábbi verziójának frissítése között.
Kattintson a Következő gombra.

6. Válassza ki a rendszerben használni kívánt órát és idő-
zónát. Kattintson a Következő gombra.

7. Írja be a vezeték- és utónevét a Teljes név mezőbe, egy
bejelentkezési nevet a Felhasználónév mezőbe és egy
jelszót (ahogy a rendszergazda javasolta) a Jelszó
mezőbe.

Biztonsági okokból a jelszó legalább nyolc karakter
hosszú legyen, és tartalmazzon kis- és nagybetűket,
valamint számokat. A jelszó kis- és nagybetűérzékeny,
és legfeljebb 72 karakter hosszú lehet. Kattintson a
Következő gombra.

8. Írjon be egy jelszót a rendszergazdai fiók számára (ezt
nevezik root felhasználónak).

Nem szabad elfelejtenie a root jelszót! Miután itt
megadta, a jelszót már nem lehet lekérni. Csak admi-
nisztratív támogatással lehet törölni. Nyomja meg a
Következő gombot.

9. A Telepítési beállítások képernyőn tekintse meg a java-
solt telepítési és particionálási beállításokat, és szükség
esetén módosítsa azokat saját igényeinek megfelelően.

Az Áttekintés lapon olyan beállítások találhatók, ame-
lyek időnként manuális beavatkozást igényelnek (példá-
ul particionálást és szoftvert.) A Szakértői lap speciális
beállítási lehetőségeket tartalmaz.

10. Kattintson az Elfogadás pontra a szükséges licenc-
szerződések elfogadásához. A következő képernyőt
fogja látni:

11. A telepítés megkezdéséhez nyomja meg a Telepítés
gombot.

A telepítés a számítógép teljesítménye és a kiválasztott
szoftverkomponensek nagyságától függően általában
15–30 percet vesz igénybe. A telepítés során megtekint-
hető a termékbemutató, a friss információkat tartalma-
zó kiadási megjegyzések és a részletes telepítési napló.

12. Az alap telepítési beállítások és a kiválasztott szoftver-
komponensek telepítése után az SUSE Linux Enterprise
Desktop telepítő elindítja az új Linux-rendszert az auto-
matikus beállítások elvégzéséhez. Ez a folyamat meg-
próbálja beállítani a hálózatot, az internetelérést, vala-
mint a hardverkomponenseket. Ez nem igényel beavat-
kozást.

13. Engedélyezze a rendszer online frissítéseit a Novell
Ügyfélközpont konfigurálása képernyőn. A rendszer
regisztrálásához kattintson a Konfigurálás > Következő
> Folytatás parancsra.

A lépés kihagyásához kattintson a Beállítás később
elemre, és folytassa a telepítést. Ennek az opciónak a
konfigurálását a termék telepítése után is elvégezheti.

14. Kattintson A telepítés befejeződött képernyőn a Kész
gombra a SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktop telepítésének
befejezéséhez és a bejelentkezési képernyőre való to-
vábblépéshez.

15. Írja be a felhasználónevét, majd írja be a jelszavát a
Jelszó mezőbe. A bejelentkezéshez nyomja le az Enter
billentyűt.

The purpose of this License is to make a manual, textbook, or other functional and useful document
