クイックスタートのインストール

SUSE® Linux Enterprise Desktop 11 SP2の新バージョンをインストールするには次の手順に従います。このマニュアルで
は、SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktopのデフォルトインストールを実行する方法を簡単に説明します。

最小限のシステム要件
• Pentium* III 500 MHz以上のプロセッサ（推奨プロセッ
サは、Pentium 4 2.4 GHz以上か、任意のAMD64または
Intel* EM64T）

• 512MBの物理RAM (1GBを推奨)
• 3GBの空きディスク容量(3GB以上を推奨)。
• ディスク解像度 - 800x600 (1024x768以上を推奨)

SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktopのインストール
マシンにLinuxシステムをインストールしていない場合、
または既存のLinuxシステムを入れ替えたい場合、これら
の手順を使用します。

1. SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktop DVDをドライブに挿入
し、コンピュータをリブートして、インストールプ
ログラムを起動します。

2. ブート画面で［インストール］を選択して、<Enter>
キーを押します。これで、SUSE Linux Enterprise
Desktopのインストールプログラムがロードされ、通
常モードでインストールが開始します。

3. インストール時、およびインストールしたシステム
に使用する言語を選択します。

4. ライセンス契約書を読み、［はい、ライセンスに同
意します］をクリックします。［次へ］で続行しま
す。
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5. 新規にインストールするか、SUSE Linux Enterprise
Desktopの旧バージョンからアップデートするか選択
します。［次へ］で続行します。

6. システムで使用する時計とタイムゾーンを選択しま
す。［次へ］で続行します。

7. ［ユーザのフルネーム］フィールドに自分の姓名を
入力し、［ユーザ名］フィールドにログイン名を、
［パスワード］フィールドに(システム管理者が推奨
したとおりの)パスワードを入力します。

セキュリティ上の理由から、パスワードは8文字の長
さとし、大文字、小文字、数字を組み合わせなけれ
ばなりません。パスワードは最長 72文字とし、大文
字小文字を区別します。［次へ］で続行します。

8. システム管理者(rootユーザと呼ぶ)のアカウントの
パスワードを入力します。

rootパスワードは忘れないようにしてください。こ
こで入力すると、このパスワードを取得することは
できません。 管理上の支援を受けない限り、リセッ
トできません。［次へ］で続行します。

9. 提案されたインストールとパーティションのオプショ
ンの数をインストール設定画面に表示し、任意のオ
プションを変更します。

［概要］タブには、手動介入が必要な場合のあるオ
プションが含まれています(たとえば、パーティショ
ン分割やソフトウェア)。［エキスパート］タブに
は、高度な設定オプションが含まれています。

10. 必要な使用許諾契約を受諾する場合は、［受諾］を
クリックします。次の画面が表示されます。
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11. ［インストールする］をクリックして、インストー
ルを開始します。

システムのパフォーマンスと選択したソフトウェア
スコープにより、インストールには15〜30分かかり
ます。インストール中は、製品のプレゼンテーショ
ン、最新情報を含むリリースノート、または詳細な
インストールログのいずれかを表示できます。

12. 基本的なシステムセットアップと選択したすべての
ソフトウェアパッケージのインストールを完了する
と、SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktopインストールは新
しいLinuxシステムをブートして、自動システム設定
を実行します。このルーチンは、ネットワークおよ
びインターネットアクセスの設定とハードウェアの
設定を試行します。このプロセスでは、なにも介入
する必要はありません。

13. ［ノベルカスタマセンターの環境設定］画面で、シ
ステムのオンラインアップデートを有効にします。
［今すぐ設定］>［次へ］>［続行］の順にクリック
して、システムを登録します。

この手順をスキップするには、［後で設定］>［次
へ］をックリックしてインストールを続行します。
製品のインストール後にこのオプションを設定する
ことができます。

14. ［インストールが完了しました］画面で、［完了］
をクリックすると、SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktopイ
ンストールが終了し、続いて、ログイン画面が表示
されます。

15. ユーザ名を入力し、［パスワード］フィールドに、
パスワードを入力します。<Enter>キーを押して、ロ
グインします。

PREAMBLE
The purpose of this License is to make a manual, textbook, or other functional and useful document
“free” in the sense of freedom: to assure everyone the effective freedom to copy and redistribute it,
with or without modifying it, either commercially or noncommercially.
