安装 SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktop
如果计算机上没有安装 Linux 系统或要替换现有的 Linux
系统，请遵循这些指导。

1. 将 SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktop DVD 插入驱动器，
然后重引导计算机以启动安装程序。

2. 在引导屏幕上选择安装并按 Enter 键。系统随即会以
常规方式装载 SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktop 安装程
序并开始安装。

3. 选择安装中要使用的语言和所安装系统的语言。
4. 阅读许可协议，然后单击我接受许可证条款。按下一
步继续。

5. 选择是要完成全新安装还是完成从 SUSE Linux
Enterprise Desktop 的先前版本更新。按下一步继续。
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6. 选择系统使用的时钟和时区。按下一步继续。

7. 在用户的完整名称字段中输入您的姓名，在用户名字
段中输入登录名，并按照系统管理员的建议在密码字
段输入密码。

出于安全考虑，您的密码至少应为八个字符，而且要
包含大小写字母及数字。 密码最长为 72 个字符，区
分大小写。按下一步继续。

8. 输入系统管理员帐户（称为 root 用户）的密码。

千万不要忘记 root 密码！您在此处输入之后，就不
能再检索该密码。 该密码只可通过管理助手重设置。
按下一步继续。

9. 使用“安装设置”屏幕查看多个建议的安装和分区选项，
然后根据需要更改所需选项。

概述选项卡包含有时需要手动干预的选项（例如，分
区和软件）。专家选项卡包含高级配置选项。

10. 单击接受接受任何需要的许可协议。您将看到以下屏
幕：

11. 单击安装开始安装。
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根据系统性能和所选的软件范围，安装通常需要 15
到 30 分钟。在安装期间，您可以查看产品演示、包
含最新信息的发行说明或详细的安装日志。

12. 完成基本系统设置和所有选定软件包的安装后，SUSE
Linux Enterprise Desktop 安装程序引导进入新的 Linux
系统，以执行自动系统配置。该例程将尝试配置您的
网络和因特网访问并设置您的硬件。该过程不需要任
何交互。

13. 允许您的系统在 Novell Customer Center “配置”屏幕
中联机更新。单击立即配置 > 下一步 > 继续注册您的
系统。

要跳过这一步，单击稍后配置 > 下一步，然后继续进
行安装。可以在产品安装完毕后再配置此选项。

14. 单击“安装已完成”屏幕中的完成，结束 SUSE Linux
Enterprise Desktop 安装并继续进入登录屏幕。

15. 输入用户名，然后在密码字段中键入密码。按 Enter
登录。

PREAMBLE
The purpose of this License is to make a manual, textbook, or other functional and useful document
“free” in the sense of freedom: to assure everyone the effective freedom to copy and redistribute it,
with or without modifying it, either commercially or noncommercially. Secondarily, this License preserves
for the author and publisher a way to get credit for their work, while not being considered responsible
for modifications made by others.
